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A. General

1. 	Scope of Bid
1.1 	The State Project Director, Rashtriya Madhyamik Shiksha Abhiyan (RMSA), Mizoram (referred to as Employer in these documents) invites bids for the construction of 61 (sixty one units of residential quarters for teachers at different locations in Mizoram (as defined in these documents and referred to as "the works") detailed in the table given in IFB. All the 61 (sixty one) works form a single package, and bidders have to submit bids for the package as a whole.
1.2 	The successful bidder will be expected to complete the works by the intended completion date specified in the Contract data.

2. 	Source of Funds
2.1 	From the Government of India and State Government.

3. 	Eligible Bidders
3.1 	This invitation for Bids is open to firms empanelled by Finance Department, Government of Mizoram vide Notifications No. A. 46011/1/2010-F.Est/331 dt. 9.12.2015 and No. A. 46011/1/2010-F.Est/328 dt. 21.10.2015.   
3.2 	All bidders shall provide in Section 2 of Forms of Bid and Qualification Information, a statement that the Bidder is not associated, nor has been associated in the past, directly or indirectly, with the Consultant or any other entity that has prepared the design, specifications, and other documents for the Project or with Project In-charge of the employer for the Contract. A firm that has been engaged by the Employer to provide consulting services for the preparation or supervision of the works, and any of its affiliates, shall not be eligible to bid.

4. Qualification of the Bidder
4.1 	All bidders shall provide in Section 2, Forms of Bid and Qualification Information, a preliminary description of the proposed work method and schedule, as necessary.
4.2  	All bidders shall also furnish the following information in Section 2.
(i) 	Evidence of access to or availability of credit facilities (minimum 5% of estimated 	cost, certified by the Bankers).
(ii) 	Undertaking bidder would be able to invest a minimum of cost up to 10% of contract 	value of work during implementation of contract.
4.3 	Bids from Joint ventures are not acceptable.
4.4 	Each bidder should further demonstrate:
(a) 	availability (either owned or leased or by procurement against mobilization advances) of the following key and critical equipment for this work:
- 	Mixture Machine
- 	Vibrator
- 	Shuttering & Scaffoldings
(i) Based on the studies, carried out by the Employer the minimum suggested major equipments to attain the completion of works in accordance with the prescribed construction schedule are shown in the above list.
(ii) The bidders should, however, undertake their own studies and furnish with their bid, a detailed construction planning and methodology
4.5	Even though the bidders meet the above qualifying criteria, they are subject to be disqualified if they have:
- 	made misleading or false representations in the forms, statements and attachments submitted in proof of the qualification requirements; and/or existing commitments/on going works.
- 	record of poor performance such as abandoning the works, not properly completing the contract, inordinate delays in completion, litigation history, or financial failures etc.; and/or
- 	participated in the previous bidding for the same work and had quoted unreasonably high bid prices and could not furnish rational justification to the employer.

5. 	One Bid per Bidder
5.1 	Each bidder shall submit only one bid for one contract. A bidder who submits or participates in more than one Bid (other than as a subcontractor or in cases of alternatives that have been permitted or requested) will cause all the proposals with the Bidder’s participation to be disqualified.
5.2 	The bid documents are not transferable from one bidder to another bidder and hence, the offer against this bid document is acceptable only from the bidder in whose name the same has been purchased.

6. 	Cost of Bidding
6.1 	The bidder shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of his Bid, and the Employer will in no case be responsible and liable for those costs.
6.2	The tender document can be had from the office with a payment of Rs. 1500/- for one bid.

7. 	Site visit
7.1 	The Bidder, at the Bidder’s own responsibility and risk is encouraged to visit and examine the sites of Works and its surroundings and obtain all information that may be necessary for preparing the Bid and entering into a contract for construction of the Works. The costs of visiting the Site shall be at the Bidder's own expense.

8.2 	Each of the volumes I,II,III and IV will be available online on website https://rmsa.mizoram.gov.in for bidders. Documents to be submitted by the bidders in compliance of Section 2 will be prepared by him and submitted as per instruction given in addendum to ITB.
8.3 	The bidder is expected to examine carefully all instructions, conditions of contract, contract data, forms, terms, technical specifications, bill of quantities, annexes and drawing in the Bid Document. Failure to comply with the requirement of Bid Document shall be at the bidders own risk. Pursuant to clause 26 here of, bids which are not substantially responsive to the requirements of the Bid Documents shall be rejected.

9. 	Clarification of Bidding Documents
9.1 	A prospective bidder requiring any clarification of the bidding documents may notify the Employer in writing or by fax or e-mail at the Employer's mailing address indicated in the invitation to bid. The Employer may respond to any request for clarification or get it clarified in the pre bid meeting, as the case may be which he received earlier than 7 days prior to the deadline for submission of bids. Employer will publish the reply or make suitable changes as corrigendum including a description of the enquiry but without identifying its source. Bidders are requested to visit the website regularly for updates.

10. 	Corrigendum of Bidding Documents
10.1 	Before the deadline for submission of bids, the Employer may modify the bidding documents by issuing corrigendum.
10.2 	Any corrigendum, thus issued, shall be part of the bidding documents and shall be published in website https://rmsa.mizoram.gov.in which shall be binding on them. Bidders are requested to visit the website regularly for updates.
10.3 	To give prospective bidders reasonable time in which to take an corrigendum into account in preparing their bids, the Employer shall extend as necessary the deadline for submission of bids, in accordance with Sub-Clause 20.2 below.

C. Preparation of Bids
11. 	Language of the Bid
11.1 	All documents relating to the bid shall be in the English/Regional language (Mizo).
12. 	Documents comprising the Bid
12.1 	The bid submitted by the bidder shall comprise the following:
(a) The Bid (in the format indicated in Section 2).
(b) Earnest Money/Bid Security;
(c) Bill of Quantities;
(d) Qualification Information Form and Documents;
and any other material required to be completed and submitted by bidders in accordance with these instructions. The documents listed under Sections of Sub-Clause 8.1 shall be filled in without exception.

Volume IV of the bid document (refer Clause 8.1.) shall be in two separate parts. 
Part I shall be named "Technical Bid" and shall comprise
(I) 	Bid security in the form specified in Section 8.
(II) 	Qualification Information and supporting documents as specified in Section 2.
(III) 	Certificates, undertaking, affidavits as specified n Section 2.
(IV) 	Any other information pursuant to Clause 4.2 of these instructions
(V) 	Undertakings that the bid shall remain valid for the period specified in Clause 		15.1
Part II shall be named "Financial Bid" and shall comprise
(I) 	Form of Bid as specified in Section 2
(II)	Priced Bill of Quantities for items specified in section7. 

13. 	Bid Prices
13.1 	The contract shall be for the whole works as described in Sub-Clause 1.1, based on the Bill of Quantities submitted by the Bidder.
13.2 	The bidder shall fill in rates or prices and line item total (both in figures and words) for all items of the Works described in the Bill of Quantities along with total bid price (both in figures and words).
Items for which no rate or price is entered by the bidder will not be paid for by the Employer when executed and shall be deemed covered by the other rates and prices in the Bill of Quantities. 
13.3 	All duties, taxes, and other levies payable by the contractor under the contract, or for any other cause shall be included in the rates, prices and total Bid Price submitted by the Bidder.
13.4 	The rates and prices quoted by the bidder for contracts not exceeding 18 months shall be fixed for the duration of the Contract and shall not be subject to adjustment on any account.

14. 	Currencies of Bid and Payment
14.1 	The unit rates and the prices shall be quoted by the bidder entirely in Indian Rupees. All payments shall be made in Indian Rupees.

15. 	Bid Validity
15.1 	Bids shall remain valid for a period not less than ninety days after the deadline date for bid submission specified in Clause 20. A bid valid for a shorter period shall be rejected by the Employer as non-responsive.
15.2 	In exceptional circumstances, prior to expiry of the original time limit, the Employer may request that the bidders may extend the period of validity for a specified additional period. The request and the bidders' responses shall be made in writing or mail. A bidder may refuse the request without forfeiting his Earnest Money/Bid Security. A bidder agreeing to the request will not be required or permitted to modify his bid but will be required to extend the validity of his Earnest Money/Bid Security for a period of the extension, and in compliance with Clause 16 in all respects.
15.3  	Bid evaluation will be based on the bid prices without taking into consideration the above correction.

16. 	Earnest Money/Bid Security
16.1 	The Bidder shall furnish, as part of his Bid, a Earnest Money/Bid Security amounting to 2% (1% for ST) of estimated cost put to tender for this particular work. This Earnest Money/Bid Security shall be in favour of Employer as named in ITB and may be in one of the following forms:
-	Treasury Challan
-	Deposit at call receipt of a scheduled bank guaranteed by the Reserve Bank of India
-	Banker’s cheque of a scheduled bank
-	Demand draft of a scheduled bank
-	Fixed deposit receipt (FDR) of a scheduled bank
-	A bank guarantee issued by a nationalized / scheduled bank located in India 
16.2 	Bank guarantees (and other instruments having fixed validity) issued as surety for the bid shall be valid for 90 days beyond the validity of the bid.
16.3 	Any bid not accompanied by an acceptable Earnest Money/Bid Security and not secured as indicated in Sub-Clauses 16.1 and 16.2 above shall be rejected by the Employer as non-responsive.
16.4 	The Earnest Money/Bid Security of unsuccessful bidders will be returned within 30 days of the end of the bid validity period specified in Sub-Clause 15.1.
16.5 	The Earnest Money/Bid Security of the successful bidder will be discharged when the bidder has signed the Agreement and furnished the required Performance Security.
16.6 	The Earnest Money/Bid Security may be forfeited
(a) 	if the Bidder withdraws the Bid after Bid opening during the period of Bid	validity;
(b) 	if the Bidder does not accept the correction of the Bid Price, pursuant to Clause 27; or
(c)	in the case of a successful Bidder, if the Bidder fails within the specified time limit to
(i) 	sign the Agreement; or
(ii) 	furnish the required Performance Security.

17. 	Alternative Proposals by Bidders
17.1 	Bidders shall submit offers that comply with the requirements of the bidding documents, including the basic technical design as indicated in the drawing and specifications. Alternatives will not be considered.



18. 	Format and Signing of Bid
18.1  	Bid documents should be signed by authorised signatory of the firm with official seal of the firm affixed in every page of the document.
18.2  	Bidder shall follow the method of submission of bid as mentioned in Instruction to Bidders.

D. 	Submission of Bids
19.1 	The Bids must be submitted before the dead line indicated in the tender document

20. 	Deadline for Submission of the Bids
20.1 	Bids must be submitted to the State Project Director, RMSA, Mizoram (Top Floor, Directorate of School Education Building, McDonald Hill, Zarkawt, Aizawl) on or before _______ PM, _____ day, _____ month, 2016 
20.2 	The Employer may extend the deadline for submission of bids by issuing a corrigendum in accordance with Clause 10, in which case all rights and obligations of the Employer and the bidders previously subject to the original deadline will then be subject to the new deadline.

21. 	Late Bids
21.1 	Bid cannot be submitted after the stipulated closing date and time.

22. 	Modification and Withdrawal of Bids
22.1 	Bidders may be allowed to withdraw their bids but will be returned only after opening of bids. 
22.2 	Withdrawal or modification of a Bid between the deadline for submission of bids and the expiration of the original period of bid validity specified in Clause 15.1 above or as extended pursuant to Clause 15.2 may result in the forfeiture of the Earnest Money/Bid Security pursuant to Clause 16.

E. 	Bid Opening and Evaluation
23. 	Bid Opening
23.1 	The Employer will open all the Bids submitted at _____ P.M. on ____ day, _____ month, 2016. In the event of the specified date of Bid opening being declared a holiday for the Employer, the Bids will be opened at the appointed time and location on the next working day.
23.2 	Withdrawn bids will NOT be opened.
23.3 	The Bidders' names, the Bid prices, the total amount of each Bid and withdrawals, the presence or absence of Earnest Money/Bid Security, and such other details as the Employer may consider appropriate, will be announced by the Employer at the opening. No bid shall be rejected at bid opening.
23.4 	The Employer shall prepare minutes of the Bid opening, including the information disclosed to those present in accordance with Sub-Clause 23.3.

24. 	Process to be Confidential
24.1 	Information relating to the examination, clarification, evaluation, and comparison of Bids and recommendations for the award of a contract shall not be disclosed to Bidders or any other persons not officially concerned with such process until the award to the successful Bidder has been announced. Any effort by a Bidder to influence the Employer's processing of Bids or award decisions may result in the rejection of his Bid.

25. 	Clarification of Bids
25.1 	To assist in the examination, evaluation, and comparison of Bids, the Employer may, at his discretion, ask any Bidder for clarification of his Bid, including breakdowns of the unit rates. The request for clarification and the response shall be in writing, but no change in the price or substance of the Bid shall be sought, offered, or permitted except as required to confirm the correction of arithmetic errors discovered by the Employer in the evaluation of the Bids in accordance with Clause 27.
25.2 	Subject to sub-clause 25.1, no Bidder shall contact the Employer on any matter relating to its bid from the time of the bid opening to the time the contract is awarded. If the Bidder wishes to bring additional information to the notice of the Employer, it should be done so in writing.
25.3 	Any effort by the Bidder to influence the Employer in the Employer's bid evaluation, bid comparison or contract award decisions may result in the rejection of the Bidders’ bid.

26. 	Examination of Bids and Determination of Responsiveness
26.1 	Prior to the detailed evaluation of Technical Bids, the Employer will determine whether each Bid (a) meets the eligibility criteria defined in Clause 3 and 4; (b) has been properly signed; (c) is accompanied by the required securities and; (d) is substantially responsive to the requirements of the Bidding documents.
26.2 	A substantially responsive Financial Bid is one which conforms to all the terms, conditions, and specifications of the Bidding documents, without material deviation or reservation. A material deviation or reservation is one (a) which affects in any substantial way the scope, quality, or performance of the Works; (b) which limits in any substantial way, inconsistent with the Bidding documents, the Employer's rights or the Bidder's obligations under the Contract; or (c) whose rectification would affect unfairly the competitive position of other Bidders presenting substantially responsive Bids.
26.3 	If a Bid is not substantially responsive, it will be rejected by the Employer, and may not subsequently be made responsive by correction or withdrawal of the non-conforming deviation or reservation.

27. 	Correction of Errors
27.1 	Financial Bids determined to be substantially responsive will be checked by the Employer for any arithmetic errors. Errors will be corrected by the Employer as follows:
(a) 	where there is a discrepancy between the rates in figures and in words, the rate in words will govern; and
(b) 	where there is a discrepancy between the unit rate and the line item total resulting from multiplying the unit rate by the quantity, the unit rate as quoted will govern.
27.2 	The amount stated in the Financial Bid will be corrected by the Employer in accordance with the above procedure for the correction of errors and, with the concurrence of the Bidder, shall be considered as binding upon the Bidder. If the Bidder does not accept the corrected amount the Bid will be rejected, and the Earnest Money/Bid Security will be forfeited in accordance with Sub-Clause 16.6 (b).

28. 	Evaluation and Comparison of Bids
28.1 	The Employer will evaluate and compare only the Bids determined to be substantially responsive in accordance with Clause 26.
28.2 	The determination will take into account the Bidder’s financial, technical and capability to undertake the work. It will be based upon an examination of the documentary evidence of the Bidder’s qualifications submitted by the Bidder, pursuant to the ITB Clause 2, as well as such other information as the Employer deems necessary and appropriate.
28.3 	An affirmative determination will be a pre requisite for award of the Contract to the Bidder. A negative determination will result in rejection of the Bidder’s bid, in which event the Employer will proceed to the next lowest evaluated bid to make a similar determination of that Bidder’s capabilities to perform the contract satisfactorily.
28.4 	In evaluating the Bids, the Employer will determine for each Bid the evaluated Bid Price by adjusting the Bid Price as follows:
 	(a) 	making any correction for errors pursuant to Clause 27; or
(b) 	making an appropriate adjustments for any other acceptable variations or deviations.
28.5 	The Employer reserves the right to accept or reject any variation, deviation, or alternative offer. Variations, deviations, and alternative offers and other factors which are in excess of the requirements of the Bidding documents or otherwise result in unsolicited benefits for the Employer shall not be taken into account in Bid evaluation.
28.6 	If the Bid of the successful Bidder is seriously unbalanced in relation to the Employer's estimate of the cost of work to be performed under the contract, the Employer may require the Bidder to produce detailed price analyses for any or all items of the Bill of Quantities, to demonstrate the internal consistency of those prices with the construction methods and schedule proposed. After evaluation of the price analysis, the Employer may require that the amount of the performance security set forth in Clause 34 be increased at the expense of the successful Bidder to a level sufficient to protect the Employer against financial loss in the event of default of the successful Bidder under the Contract.

29. 	Negotiation with the Bidders
29.1 	The Employer shall undertake negotiation with the lowest evaluated responsive Bidder in the event that all bids are above estimated cost where price negotiations are necessary due to unavoidable circumstances. Detailed reasons and results of negotiations shall be recorded in the proceedings.
29.2 	The lowest evaluated responsive bidder shall be informed in writing to attend the negotiation proceedings in the appointed time before the Employer. While fixing the date for negotiation, it should be ensured that sufficient time is allowed for the Bidder to attend the same. 
29.3 In case the rates even after negotiation are very high, fresh bids shall be invited with the approval of Employer.

F. Award of Contract
30 	Award Criteria
30.1 	Subject to Clause 31, the Employer will award the Contract to the Bidder whose Bid has been determined to be substantially responsive to the Bidding documents and who has offered the lowest evaluated Bid Price, provided that such Bidder has been determined to be (a) eligible in accordance with the provisions of Clause 3, and (b) qualified in accordance with the provisions of Clause 4. Provided further that the employer will reserve the right to reject the lowest bidder if in his opinion the rate offered by the bidder is non-workable and shift to next lowest and so on.
30.2 	If, pursuant to Clause 12.2 this contract is being let along with other contracts, the lowest evaluated Bid Price will be determined when evaluating this contract in conjunction with other contracts to be awarded concurrently, taking into account any discounts offered by the bidders for the award of more than one contract.

31 	Employer's Right to Accept any Bid and to Reject any or all Bids
31.1 	Notwithstanding Clause 30, the Employer reserves the right to accept or reject any Bid, and to cancel the Bidding process and reject all Bids, at any time prior to the award of Contract, without thereby incurring any liability to the affected Bidder or Bidders or any obligation to inform the affected Bidder or Bidders of the grounds for the Employer's action.
31.2  	Award of Contract and Publication of contract award:
Single offers received in response to an IFB under open tenders should also be considered for award if it is determined that publicity was adequate, bid specifications / conditions were not restrictive or unclear and bid prices are considered reasonable. If such conditions are not met, retendering should take place. (ref: 8.5.32 of FM&P)

32. 	Notification of Award and Signing of Agreement
32.1 	The Bidder whose Bid has been accepted will be notified of the award by the Employer prior to expiration of the Bid validity period by post, e-mail. This letter (hereinafter and in the Conditions of Contract called the "Letter of Acceptance" will state the sum that the Employer will pay the Contractor in consideration of the execution, completion, and maintenance of the Works by the Contractor as prescribed by the Contract (hereinafter and in the Contract called the "Contract Price").
32.2 	The notification of award will constitute the formation of the Contract, subject only to the furnishing of a performance security in accordance with the provisions of Clause 33. The Contractor will have to bear all relevant expenses in connection with signing of agreement including stamp duties.
32.3 	The Agreement will incorporate all agreements between the Employer and the successful Bidder. It will be signed by the Employer and sent to the successful Bidder, or kept ready for signature of the successful bidder in the office of employer within 28 days following the notification of award along with the Letter of Acceptance. Within 21 days of receipt, the successful Bidder will sign the Agreement and deliver it to the Employer.
32.4 	Upon furnishing the Performance Security by the successful Bidder, the Employer will promptly notify the other Bidders that their Bids have been unsuccessful.

33. 	Performance Security
33.1 	Within 21 days of receipt of the Letter of Acceptance, the successful Bidder shall deliver to the Employer a Performance Security in any of the forms given below for an amount equivalent to 5% of the Contract price plus additional security for unbalanced Bids in accordance with Clause 28.5 of ITB in one of the following forms:
-	Deposit at call Receipt/Banker’s Cheque/Demand Draft/Pay Order of a Scheduled Bank. (in case guarantee amount is less than Rs. 1,00,000/-)
-	Government securities
-	Fixed deposit receipt (FDR) of a scheduled bank
-	An irrevocable bank guarantee bond of a scheduled bank or the state bank of India in the prescribed form given in Annexure 
33.2 	If the performance security is provided by the successful Bidder in the form of a Bank Guarantee, it shall be issued either (a) at the Bidder's option, by a Nationalized Indian bank 
33.3 	Failure of the successful bidder to comply with the requirements of sub-clause 33.1 shall constitute a breach of contract, cause for annulment of the award, forfeiture of the Earnest Money/Bid Security, and any such other remedy the Employer may take under the contract, and the Employer may resort to awarding the contract to the next ranked bidder.

34. 	Advance Payment and Security
34.1 	The Employer will provide an Advance Payment on the Contract Price as stipulated in the Conditions of Contract, subject to maximum amount, as stated in the IFB.

35. 	Corrupt or Fraudulent Practices:
35.1 	The bidder while competing for the contract or during contract implementation will strictly observe the laws against fraud and corruption in force in India namely “Prevention of Corruption Act 1988”.

SECTION 3: CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT
Conditions of Contract

1. Employer’s and Contractor's Risks
1.1 The Employer carries the risks which this Contract states are Employer’s risks, and the Contractor carries the risks which this Contract states are Contractor’s risks.

2. Employer's Risks
2.1 The Employer is responsible for the excepted risks which are (a) in so far as they directly affect the execution of the Works in the Employer’s country, the risks of war, hostilities, invasion, act of foreign enemies, rebellion, revolution, insurrection or military or usurped power, civil war, riot commotion or disorder (unless restricted to the Contractor’s employees), and contamination from any nuclear fuel or nuclear waste or radioactive toxic explosive, or (b) a cause due solely to the design of the Works, other than the Contractor’s design.

3. Contractor’s Risks
3.1 All risks of loss of or damage to physical property and of personal injury and death which arise during and in consequence of the performance of the Contract other than the excepted risks are the responsibility of the Contractor.

4. Insurance
4.1 The Contractor shall be responsible for any kind of required insurances during the implementation of the work in the amounts and deductibles stated in the Contract Data for the following events which are due to the
Contractor’s risks:
(a) loss of or damage to the Works, Plant and Materials;
(b) loss of or damage to Equipment;
(c) loss of or damage of property (except the Works, Plant, Materials and Equipment) in
connection with the Contract; and
(d) personal injury or death.

5. Site Investigation Reports
5.1 The Contractor, in preparing the Bid, shall rely on any site Investigation Reports referred to in the Contract Data, supplemented by any information available to the Bidder without any extra charge payable by the employer.

6. Queries about the Contract Data
6.1 The Employer will clarify queries on the Contract Data.
6.2 Completion Date without the Contractor taking steps to accelerate the remaining work and
which would cause the Contractor to incur additional cost.
6.3 The Employer shall decide whether and by how much to extend the Intended Completion Date within 21 days of the Contractor asking the Employer for a decision upon the effect of a Compensation Event or Variation and submitting full supporting information. If the Contractor has failed to give early warning of a delay or has failed to cooperate in dealing with a delay, the delay by this failure shall not be considered in assessing the new Intended Completion Date.

7. Management Meetings
7.1 Either the Employer or the Contractor may require the other to attend a management meeting. The business of a management meeting shall be to review the plans for remaining work and to deal with matters raised in accordance with the early warning procedure.
7.2 The Employer shall record the business of management meetings and is to provide copies of his record to those attending the meeting and to the Employer. The responsibility of the parties for actions to be taken is to be decided by the Employer either at the management meeting or after the management meeting and stated in writing to all who attended the meeting.

8. Early Warning
8.1 The Contractor is to warn the Employer at the earliest opportunity of specific likely future events or circumstances that may adversely affect the quality of the work, increase the Contract Price or delay the execution of works. The Employer may require the Contractor to provide an estimate of the expected effect of the future event or circumstance on the Contract Price and Completion Date, The estimate is to be provided by the Contractor as soon as reasonably possible,
8.2 The Contractor shall cooperate with the Employer in making and considering proposals for how the effect of such an event or circumstance can be avoided or reduced by anyone involved in the work and in carrying out any resulting instruction of the Employer.

9. Identifying Defects
9.1 The Employer shall check the Contractor's work and notify the Contractor of any Defects that are found. Such checking shall not affect the Contractor's responsibilities. The Employer may instruct the Contractor to search for a Defect and to uncover and test any work that the Employer considers may have a Defect.
9.2 The contractor shall permit the Employer’s Technical auditor to check the contractor’s work and notify the Employer and Contractor of any defects that are found. Such a check shall not affect the Contractor’s or the Employer’s responsibility as defined in the Contract Agreement.

10. Tests
10.1 If the Employer instructs the Contractor to carry out a test not specified in the Specification to check whether any work has a Defect and the test shows that it does, the Contractor shall pay for the test and any samples.
10.2 For carrying out mandatory tests as prescribed in the specifications, the contractor shall establish field laboratory at the location decided by the Engineer. The field laboratory will have minimum equipment.
The contractor shall be solely responsible for:
(a) Carrying out the mandatory tests prescribed in the specifications and
(b) For the correctness of the test results, whether preformed in his laboratory or elsewhere.

11. Correction of Defects
12.1 The Employer shall give notice to the Contractor of any Defects before the end of the Defects Liability Period, which begins at Completion and is defined in the Contract Data. The Defects Liability Period shall be extended for as long as Defects remain to be corrected.
12.2 Every time notice of a Defect is given, the Contractor shall correct the notified Defect within the length of time specified by the Employer’s notice.

12. Uncorrected Defects
12.1 If the Contractor has not corrected a Defect within the time specified in the Employer’s notice, the Employer will assess the cost of having the Defect corrected, and the Contractor will pay this amount.

Cost Control
13. Bill of Quantities
13.1 The Bill of Quantities shall contain items for the construction, installation, testing, and
commissioning work to be done by the contractor.
13.2 The Bill of Quantities is used to calculate the Contract Price. The Contractor is paid for the quantity of the work done at the rate in the Bill of Quantities for each item.

14. Changes in the Quantities
14.1 If the final quantity of the work done differs from the quantity in the Bill of Quantities for the particular item by more than 25 percent, provided the change exceeds 1% of Initial Contract Price, the Employer shall adjust the rate to allow for the change, duly considering –
(a) Justification for rate adjustment as furnished by the contractor 
(b) Economics resulting from increase in quantities by way of reduced plant, equipment and overhead casts.
14.2 The Employer shall not adjust rates from changes in quantities if thereby the Initial Contract Price is exceeded by more than 15 percent, except with the Prior approval of the Employer.
14.3 If requested by the Employer, the Contractor shall provide the Employer with a detailed cost breakdown of any rate in the Bill of Quantities.

15. Variations
15.1 All Variations shall be included in updated Programs produced by the Contractor.

16. Payments for Variations
16.1 The Contractor shall provide the Employer with a quotation (with breakdown of unit rates) for carrying out the Variation when requested to do so by the Employer. The Employer shall assess the quotation, which shall be given within seven days of the request or within any longer period stated by the Employer and before the Variation is ordered.
16.2 If the work in the Variation corresponds with an item description in the Bill of Quantities and if, in the opinion of the Employer, the quantity of work above the limit stated in Sub Clause 38.1 or the timing of its execution do not cause the cost per unit of quantity to change, the rate in the bill of Quantities shall be used to calculate the value of the Variation. If the cost per unit of quantity changes, or if the nature or timing of the work in the Variation does not correspond with items in the Bill of Quantities, the quotation by the Contractor shall be in form of new rates for the relevant items of work.
16.3 If the Contractor's quotation is unreasonable (or if the contractor fails to provide the Employer with a quotation within a reasonable time specified by the Employer in accordance with Clause 16.1), the Employer may order the Variation and make a change to the Contract Price which shall be based on Employer’s own forecast of the effects of the Variation on the Contractor's costs.
16.4 If the Employer decides that the urgency of varying the work would prevent a quotation being given and considered without delaying the work, no quotation shall be given and the Variation shall be treated as a Compensation Event.
16.5 The Contractor shall not be entitled to additional payment for costs that could have been
avoided by giving early warning.

17. Cash flow forecasts
17.1 When the Program is updated, the contractor is to provide the Employer with an updated cash flow forecast.

18. Payment Certificates
18.1 The Contractor shall submit to the Employer monthly statements of the estimated value of the work completed less the cumulative amount certified previously along with details of measurement of the quantity of works executed in a tabulated form as approved by the Employer.
18.2 The Employer shall check the details given in the Contractor's monthly statement and within 14 days certify the amounts to be paid to the Contractor after taking into account any credit or debit for the month in question in respect of materials for the works in the relevant amounts and under conditions set forth in sub-clause 51(3) of the Contract Data (Secured Advance).
18.3 The value of work executed shall be determined by the Employer after due check measurement of the quantities claimed as executed by the contractor.
18.4 The value of work executed shall comprise the value of the quantities of the items in the Bill of Quantities completed.
18.5 The value of work executed shall include the valuation of Variations and Compensation Events.
18.6 The Employer may exclude any item certified in a previous certificate or reduce the proportion of any item previously certified in any certificate in the light of later information.
18.7 The payment of final bill shall be governed by the provision of clause 57 of General conditions of contract.
18.8 The payment of work executed shall governed by its fund availability.

19. Payments
19.1 Payments shall be adjusted for deductions for advance payments, retention, other recoveries in terms of the contract and taxes, at source, as applicable under the law. The Employer shall pay the contractor the amounts certified by the Employer within 28 days of the date of each certificate depending on availability of fund. No claim / interest will be entertained by the employer for delayed payment.

20. Tax
20.1 The rates quoted by the Contractor shall be deemed to be inclusive of the sales and other taxes that the Contractor will have to pay for the performance of this Contract. The Employer will perform such duties in regard to the deduction of such taxes at source as per applicable law.

21. Currencies
21.1 All payments shall be made in Indian Rupees.

22. Price Adjustment
22.1 Contract price shall be adjusted for increase or decrease in rates and price of labour, materials, fuels and lubricants in accordance with the following principles and procedures and as per formula given in the contract data:
(a) The price adjustment shall apply for the work done from the start date given in the contract data up to end of the initial intended completion date or extensions granted by the Employer and shall not apply to the work carried out beyond the stipulated time for reasons attributable to the contractor.

23. Liquidated Damages
23.1 The Contractor shall pay liquidated damages to the Employer at the rate per day stated in the Contract Data for each day that the Completion Date is later than the Intended Completion Date (for the whole of the works or the milestone as stated in the contract data). The total amount of liquidated damages shall not exceed the amount defined in the Contract Data. The Employer may deduct liquidated damages from payments due to the Contractor. Payment of liquidated damages does not affect the Contractor's liabilities.
23.2 Notwithstanding the provisions of the tender, the Bidder shall not be liable for forfeiture of its performance security, liquidated damages or termination for default, if and to the extent that, its  delay in performance or failure to perform its obligations under the contract is the result of an event of Force Majeure. (ref: 8.5.20 of FM&P)

24. Advance Payment
24.1 The Employer shall make advance payment to the Contractor of the amounting to 10% of contract amounts against provision by the Contractor of an Unconditional Bank Guarantee in a form and by a bank acceptable to the Employer in amounts and currencies equal to the advance payment. The guarantee shall remain effective until the advance payment has been repaid, but the amount of the guarantee shall be progressively reduced by the amounts repaid by the Contractor. Interest will not be charged on the advance payment.
24.2 The Contractor is to use the advance payment only to pay for Equipment, Plant and Mobilization expenses required specifically for execution of the Works. The Contractor shall demonstrate that advance payment has been used in this way by supplying copies of invoices or other documents to the Employer.
24.3 The advance payment shall be repaid by deducting proportionate amounts from payments otherwise due to the Contractor, following the schedule of completed percentages of the Works on a payment basis. No account shall be taken of the advance (mobilization and equipment only) payment or its repayment in assessing valuations of work done, Variations, price adjustments, Compensation Events, or Liquidated Damages.
24.4 Secured Advance:
The Employer shall make advance payment in respect of materials intended for but not yet
incorporated in the Works in accordance with conditions stipulated in the Contract Data.

25. Securities
25.1 The Performance Security shall be provided to the Employer not later than the date specified in the Letter of Acceptance and shall be issued in an amount and form and by a bank or surety acceptable to the Employer, and denominated in Indian Rupees. The Performance Security shall be valid until a date 28 days from the date of expiry of Defects Liability Period and the additional security for unbalanced bids shall be valid until a date 28 days from the date of issue of the certificate of completion.

26. Cost of Repairs
26.1 Loss or damage to the Works or Materials to be incorporated in the Works between the Start Date and the end of the Defects Correction periods shall be remedied by the Contractor at the Contractor's cost if the loss or damage arises from the Contractor's acts or omissions.

Finishing the Contract
27. Completion
27.1 The work is to be completed within 12 months from the date of signing of agreement.
27.2 The Contractor shall request the Employer to issue a Certificate of Completion of the Works and the Employer will do so upon deciding that the Work is completed.

28. Taking Over
28.1 After completion of the construction, the department will take over all the buildings from the contractor.

29. Final Account
29.1 The Contractor shall supply to the Employer a detailed account of the total amount that the Contractor considers payable under the Contract before the end of the Defects Liability Period. The Employer shall issue a Defect Liability Certificate and certify any final payment that is due to the Contractor within 56 days of receiving the Contractor's account if it is correct and complete. If it is not, the Employer shall issue within 56 days a schedule that states the scope of the corrections or additions that are necessary. If the Final Account is still unsatisfactory after it has been resubmitted, the Employer shall decide on the amount payable to the Contractor and issue a payment certificate, within 56 days of receiving the Contractor’s revised account.

30. Termination
30.1 The Employer or the Contractor may terminate the Contract if the other party causes a
fundamental breach of the Contract.
30.2 Fundamental breaches of Contract include, but shall not be limited to the following:
(a) the Contractor stops work for 28 days when no stoppage of work is shown on the current program and the stoppage has not been authorized by the Employer;
(b) the Employer instructs the Contractor to delay the progress of the Works and the instruction is not withdrawn within 28 days;
(c) the Employer or the Contractor is made bankrupt or goes into liquidation other than for a
reconstruction or amalgamation;
(d) a payment certified by the Employer is not paid by the Employer to the Contractor within
56 days of the date of the Employer's certificate;
(e) the Employer gives Notice that failure to correct a particular Defect is a fundamental breach of Contract and the Contractor fails to correct it within a reasonable period of time determined by the Employer;
(f) the Contractor does not maintain a security which is required;
(g) the Contractor has delayed the completion of works by the number of days for which the maximum amount of liquidated damages can be paid as defined in the Contract data; and 
(h) if the Contractor, in the judgment of the Purchaser has engaged in fraud and corruption, as defined in GCC Clause 64, in competing for or in executing the Contract.
30.3 When either party to the Contract gives notice of a breach of contract to the Employer for a cause other than those listed under Sub Clause 59.2 above, the Employer shall decide
whether the breach is fundamental or not.
30.4 Notwithstanding the above, the Employer may terminate the Contract for convenience.
30.5 If the Contract is terminated the Contractor shall stop work immediately, make the Site safe and secure and leave the Site as soon as reasonably possible.

31. Payment upon Termination
31.1 If the Contract is terminated because of a fundamental breach of Contract by the Contractor, the Employer shall issue a certificate for the value of the work done less advance payments received up to the date of the issue of the certificate, less other recoveries due in terms of the contract, less taxes due to be deducted at source as per applicable law and less the percentage to apply to the work not completed as indicated in the Contract Data. Additional Liquidated Damages shall not apply. If the total amount due to the Employer exceeds any payment due to the Contractor the difference shall be a debt payable to the Employer.
31.2 If the Contract is terminated at the Employer's convenience or because of a fundamental
breach of Contract by the Employer, the Employer shall issue a certificate for the value of the
work done, the reasonable cost of removal of Equipment, repatriation of the Contractor's personnel employed solely on the Works, and the Contractor's costs of protecting and securing the Works and less advance payments received up to the date of the certificate, less other recoveries due in terms of the contract and less taxes due to be deducted at source as per
applicable law.

32. Property
32.1 All materials on the Site, Plant, Equipment, Temporary Works and Works are deemed to be the property of the Employer, if the Contract is terminated because of a Contractor’s default.

33. Release from Performance
33.1 If the Contract is frustrated by the outbreak of war or by any other event entirely outside the control of either the Employer or the Contractor the Employer shall certify that the Contract has been frustrated. The Contractor shall make the Site safe and stop work as quickly as possible after receiving this certificate and shall be paid for all work carried out before receiving it and for any work carried out afterwards to which commitment was made.


34. Fraud and Corruption
34.1 The contractor during contract implementation will strictly observe the laws against fraud and corruption in force in India namely “Prevention of Corruption Act 1988”.

Special Conditions of Contract
1. LABOUR :
The Contractor shall, unless otherwise provided in the Contract, make his own arrangements for the engagement of all staff and labour, local or other, and for their payment, housing, feeding and transport.
The Contractor shall, if required by the Employer, deliver to the Employer a return in detail, in such form and at such intervals as the Employer may prescribe, showing the staff and the numbers of the several classes of labour from time to time employed by the Contractor on the Site and such other information as the Employer may require.


2. COMPLIANCE WITH LABOUR REGULATIONS :
During continuance of the contract, the Contractor and his sub contractors shall abide at all times by all existing labour enactments and rules made there under, regulations, notifications and bye laws of the State or Central Government or local authority and any other labour law (including rules), regulations, bye laws that may be passed or notification that may be issued under any labour law in future either by the State or the Central Government or the local authority. Salient features of some of the major labour laws that are applicable to construction industry are given below. The Contractor shall keep the Employer indemnified in case any action is taken against the Employer by the competent authority on account of contravention of any of the provisions of any Act or rules made there under, regulations or notifications including amendments. If the Employer is caused to pay or reimburse, such amounts as may be necessary to cause or observe, or for non-observance of the provisions stipulated in the notifications/bye laws/Acts/Rules/regulations including amendments, if any, on the part of the Contractor, the Employer/Employer shall have the right to deduct any money due to the Contractor including his amount of performance security. The Employer/Employer shall also have right to recover from the Contractor any sum required or estimated to be required for making good the loss or damage suffered by the Employer.
The employees of the Contractor and the Sub-Contractor in no case shall be treated as the employees of the Employer at any point of time.

SALIENT FEATURES OF SOME MAJOR LABOUR LAWS APPLICABLE TO ESTABLISHMENTS
ENGAGED IN BUILDING AND OTHER CONSTRUCTION WORK
(The law as current on the date of bid opening will apply)
a) Workmen Compensation Act 1923: The Act provides for compensation in case of injury by accident arising out of and during the course of employment.
b) Payment of Gratuity Act 1972: Gratuity is payable to an employee under the Act on satisfaction of certain conditions on separation if an employee has completed 5 years service or more or on death the rate of 15 days wages for every completed year of service. The Act is applicable to all establishments employing 10 or more employees.
c) Employees P.F. and Miscellaneous Provision Act 1952 (since amended): The Act Provides for monthly contributions by the employer plus workers @ 10% or 8.33%. The benefits payable under the Act are :
(i) Pension or family pension on retirement or death, as the case may be.
(ii) Deposit linked insurance on the death in harness of the worker.
(iii) payment of P.F. accumulation on retirement/death etc.
d) Maternity Benefit Act 1951: The Act provides for leave and some other benefits to women employees in case of confinement or miscarriage etc.
e) Contract Labour (Regulation & Abolition) Act 1970: The Act provides for certain welfare measures to be provided by the Contractor to contract labour and in case the Contractor fails to provide, the same are required to be provided, by the Principal Employer by Law. The Principal Employer is required to take Certificate of Registration and the Contractor is required to take license from the designated Officer. The Act is applicable to the establishments or Contractor of Principal Employer if they employ 20 or more contract labour.
f) Minimum Wages Act 1948: The Employer is supposed to pay not less than the Minimum Wages fixed by appropriate Government as per provisions of the Act if the employment is a scheduled employment. Construction of Buildings, Roads, Runways are scheduled employments.
g) Payment of Wages Act 1936: It lays down as to by what date the wages are to be paid, when it will be paid and what deductions can be made from the wages of the workers.
h) Equal Remuneration Act 1979: The Act provides for payment of equal wages for work of equal nature to Male and Female workers and for not making discrimination against Female employees in the matters of transfers, training and promotions etc.
i) Payment of Bonus Act 1965: The Act is applicable to all establishments employing 20 or more employees. The Act provides for payments of annual bonus subject to a minimum of 8.33% of wages and maximum of 20% of wages to employees drawing Rs.3500/-per month or less. The bonus to be paid to employees getting Rs.2500/- per month or above upto Rs.3500/- per month shall be worked out by taking wages as Rs.2500/-per month only. The Act does not apply to certain establishments.
The newly set-up establishments are exempted for five years in certain circumstances. Some of the State Governments have reduced the employment size from 20 to 10 for the purpose of applicability of this Act.
j) Industrial Disputes Act 1947: The Act lays down the machinery and procedure for resolution of Industrial disputes, in what situations a strike or lock-out becomes illegal and what are the requirements for laying off or retrenching the employees or closing down the establishment.
k) Industrial Employment (Standing Orders) Act 1946: It is applicable to all establishments employing 100 or more workmen (employment size reduced by some of the States and Central Government to
50). The Act provides for laying down rules governing the conditions of employment by the Employer on matters provided in the Act and get the same certified by the designated Authority.
l) Trade Unions Act 1926: The Act lays down the procedure for registration of trade unions of workmen and employers. The Trade Unions registered under the Act have been given certain immunities from civil and criminal liabilities.
m) Child Labour (Prohibition & Regulation) Act 1986: The Act prohibits employment of children below 14 years of age in certain occupations and processes and provides for regulation of employment of children in all other occupations and processes. Employment of Child Labour is prohibited in Building and Construction Industry.
n) Inter-State Migrant workmen’s (Regulation of Employment & Conditions of Service) Act 1979: The Act is applicable to an establishment which employs 5 or more inter-state migrant workmen through an intermediary (who has recruited workmen in one state for employment in the establishment situated in another state). The Inter-State migrant workmen, in an establishment to which this Act becomes applicable, are required to be provided certain facilities such as housing, medical aid, travelling expenses from home upto the establishment and back, etc.
o) The Building and Other Construction workers (Regulation of Employment and Conditions of Service) Act 1996 and the Cess Act of 1996: All the establishments who carry on any building or other construction work and employs 10 or more workers are covered under this Act. All such establishments are required to pay cess at the rate not exceeding 2% of the cost of construction as may be modified by the Government. The Employer of the establishment is required to provide safety measures at the Building or construction work and other welfare measures, such as Canteens, First Aid facilities, Ambulance, Housing accommodations for workers near the work place etc. The Employer to whom the Act applies has to obtain a registration certificate from the Registering Officer appointed by the Government.
p) Factories Act 1948: The Act lays down the procedure for approval at plans before setting up a factory, health and safety provisions, welfare provisions, working hours, annual earned leave and rendering information regarding accidents or dangerous occurrences to designated authorities. It is applicable to premises employing 10 persons or more with aid of power or 20 or more persons without the aid of power engaged in manufacturing process.

3. ARBITRATION 
The procedure for arbitration will be as follows :
25.3 (a) In case of Dispute or difference arising between the Employer and a domestic contractor relating to any matter arising out of or connected with this agreement, such disputes or difference shall be settled in accordance with the Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996. The arbitral tribunal shall consist of 3 arbitrators one each to be appointed by the Employer and the Contractor. The third Arbitrator shall be chosen by the two Arbitrators so appointed by the Parties and shall act as Presiding arbitrator. In case of failure of the two arbitrators appointed by the parties to reach upon a consensus within a period of 30 days from the appointment of the arbitrator appointed subsequently, the Presiding Arbitrator shall be appointed by the *Indian Council of Arbitration/President of the Institution of Employers (India)/The International Centre for Alternative Dispute Resolution (India).

4. PROTECTION OF ENVIRONMENT:
The contractor shall take all reasonable steps to protect the environment on and off the Site and to avoid damage or nuisance to persons or to property of the public or others resulting from pollution, noise or other causes arising as a consequence of his methods of operation.
During continuance of the contract, the contractor and his sub-contractors shall abide at all times by all existing enactments on environmental protection and rules made there under, regulations, notifications and bye-laws of the State or Central Government, or local authorities and any other law, bye-law, regulations that may be passed or notification that may be issued in this respect in future by the State or Central Government or the local authority.
Salient features of some of the major laws that are applicable are given below :
The Water (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act, 1974, This provides for the prevention and control of water pollution and the maintaining and restoring of wholesomeness of water. 'Pollution' means such contamination of water or such alteration of the physical, chemical or biological properties of water or such discharge of any sewage or trade effluent or of any other liquid, gaseous or solid substance into water (whether directly or indirectly) as may, or is likely to, create a nuisance or render such water harmful or injurious to public health or safety, or to domestic, commercial, industrial, agricultural or other legitimate uses, or to the life and health of animals or plants or of aquatic organisms.
The Air (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act, 1981, This provides for prevention, control and abatement of air pollution. 'Air Pollution' means the presence in the atmosphere of any 'air pollutant', which means any solid, liquid or gaseous substance (including noise) present in the atmosphere in such concentration as may be or tend to be injurious to human beings or other living creatures or plants or property or environment.
The Environment (Protection) Act, 1986, This provides for the protection and improvement of environment and for matters connected therewith, and the prevention of hazards to human beings, other living creatures, plants and property. 'Environment' includes water, air and land and the interrelationship which exists among and between water, air and land, and human beings, other living creatures, plants, micro-organism and property.
The Public Liability Insurance Act, 1991, This provides for public liability insurance for the purpose of providing immediate relief to the persons affected by accident occurring while handling hazardous substances and for matters connected herewith or incidental thereto. Hazardous substance means any substance or preparation which is defined as hazardous substance under the Environment (Protection) Act 1986, and exceeding such quantity as may be specified by notification by the Central Government.
[Employers should note that the Loan Agreement between IBRD and the borrowing country may establish specific measures to be taken during construction of the Works for the protection of the environment. Sub-clause 16.2 should be modified/expanded to take into account such specific measures or other measures considered appropriate by the Employer]

SECTION 7: BILL OF QUANTITIES
Preamble
1. The Bill of Quantities shall be read in conjunction with the Instructions to Bidders, Conditions of Contract, Technical Specifications and Drawings.
2. The quantities given in the Bill of Quantities are estimated and provisional, and are given to provide a common basis for bidding. The basis of payment will be the actual quantities of work ordered and carried out, as measured by the Contractor and verified by the Engineer and valued at the rates and prices tendered in the priced Bill of Quantities, where applicable, and otherwise at such rates and prices as the Engineer may fix within the terms of the Contract.
3. The rates and prices tendered in the priced Bill of Quantities shall. except in so far as it is otherwise provided under the Contract, include all constructional plant, labour, supervision, materials, erection, maintenance, insurance, profit, taxes and duties, together with all general risk, liabilities and obligations set out or implied in the Contract.
4. The rates and prices shall be quoted entirely in Indian Currency.
5. A rate or price shall be entered against each item in the Bill of Quantities, whether quantities are stated or not. The cost of Items against which the Contractor has failed to enter a rate or price shall be deemed to be covered by other rates and prices entered in the Bill of Quantities.
6. The whole cost of complying with the provisions of the Contract shall be included in the items provided in the priced Bill of Quantities, and where no Items are provided the cost shall be deemed to be distributed among the rates and prices entered for the related Items of Work.
7. General directions and descriptions of work and materials are not necessarily repeated of summarized in the Bill of Quantities. References to the relevant sections of the contract documentation shall be made before entering rates or prices against each item in the Bill of Quantities.
8. The method of measurement of completed work for payment shall be in accordance with the specification for works as contained in PWD Code.
9. Errors will be corrected by the Employer for any arithmetic errors pursuant to Clause 29 of the Instructions to Bidders.
10. Rock is defined as all materials which, in the opinion of the Engineer, require blasting, or the use of metal wedges and sledgehammers, or the use of compressed air drilling for its removal, and which cannot be extracted by ripping with a tractor of at least 150 kw. with a single rear mounted heavy duty ripper.
